The Cardinal Major Bantam “AAA” Tournament will be held in Cardinal, Ontario on April 2, 3 and 4, 2010. 
 The AAA tournament will begin on Friday morning April 2nd, 2010 until Sunday, April 4th, 2010.  All teams will have a 3 game guarantee. Games will consist of three 12-minute stop-time periods.  Teams should be prepared to begin play on the Friday morning.
Sixteen teams will be accepted for the TOURNAMENT, teams interested in participating in this tournament are asked to submit a cheque in the amount of $800.00 before March 1st, 2010.  Anyone registering after this date will pay $850.00 for registration.  Any team not accepted in the tournament will have their cheque returned.  Any teams cancelling after being notified of their acceptance will forfeit their registration.

Teams winning their first game will enter the Championship series while teams losing their first game will enter the consolation series. Individual and team awards will be handed out at the conclusion
All players on teams travelling over 100 miles will be billeted if requested Thursday, Friday and Saturday nights.
This tournament is sanctioned by the O.D.H.A. and all participating teams must be registered with the Canadian Amateur Hockey Association or USA Hockey. Team managers will be required to provide C.A.H.A. cards or an approved signed team roster for all their players at the time of registration.  Only carded players or players on the approved roster will be allowed to participate.  Team cards or roster must be submitted to the tournament chairman at the beginning of the tournament.  All cards and rosters will be returned to each team at the conclusion of the tournament.
All entries submitted will be given consideration for participating.  The entry fee of $800.00 per team must accompany your application.  Please make your cheque payable to the South Grenville Minor Hockey Association. (SGMHA)

Confirmation of tournament acceptance will be done either by letter or telephone at least 3 weeks prior to the tournament.  Post-dated cheques will automatically void your application.

Opening ceremonies for the tournament will be Friday April 2nd, 2010 at approximately 7:00 p.m. Participation is not mandatory but we feel most teams will benefit from fan support gained as they are introduced during these ceremonies.  For this ceremony we ask all players to wear either their team Jackets, Sweaters or Full Uniform for the teams about to leave the ice as well as those about to play the next game.

Also there will be a monitor supplied for each team. This child will handle any duties the team will require e.g. skate sharpening getting tape, filling water bottles and will be with the team throughout the tournament.  The tournament also offers three star selections at the conclusion of each game.  A presentation is made on ice by one of our tournament hostesses.
The tournament offers billeting for any teams interested.  Players would be placed in pairs to stay with families in the town of Cardinal.

1. O.D.M.H.A. rules will govern the Tournament except where indicated.

2. Teams must register at least one hour prior to game time in the TOURNAMENT OFFICE at the Cardinal Community Centre.

3. Boys born in 1995, may participate in the tournament and any player who played more than five (5) games in a category higher than Bantam after January 10th, 2010 IS NOT eligible subject to the exclusions provided by C.A.H.A. Minor Regulations.

4. Each team is permitted to dress 17 players plus 2 goaltenders.  Both goalies must be dressed for each game and in the event a goaltender is injured or cannot continue playing for any reason (example: sickness, repairs to equipment, etc.) he must be replaced immediately by the alternate goaltender and no time for warm-up will be allowed.

5. All games will consist of three 12-minute stop time periods, in the event of a 4 (or more) goal spread at the start of or during the 3rd period where the time will revert to straight time which will remain in effect for the remainder of the period. The above-noted rule concerning the 4 (or more) goal spread does not apply to either the Consolation or Championship games.  
6. The ice will be flooded between the 2nd and 3rd periods of each game with the exception of Championship and Consolation Finals.  The ice for the Championship and Consolation finals will be flooded as needed.
7. In the event of a tie after regulation time, play will continue with 5 minutes of 4 on 4, if the tie is still not broken play will continue with 5 minutes of 3 on 3.  Should the tie still prevail, a best of 3 rounds of penalty shots will be taken.  (NOTE:  The penalty shots are to be taken simultaneously by each team and the order of the players taking the shots is to be determined by the Coaches.  No player may repeat until each player of the game sheet (with the exception of goaltenders) has taken his turn.  If this occurs, the second round must adhere to the same order of players as the first round).  See rule 8 re tie games in the Consolation and Championship finals.
8. In the event of a tie after regulation time in the Championship and Consolation finals, 10-minute sudden death overtime periods will be played until the tie is broken.
9. All minor, major and misconduct penalties will be assessed as per O.D.M.H.A Rules.  O.D.M.H.A. Rules will apply except where prior authority to deviate from them has been received.
10. Should opposing teams have sweaters similar in colour; one team will be asked to change colours.  The home team will wear light colour sweaters and visitors will wear dark sweaters.
11. Teams will be allowed affiliated players providing they produce the proper affiliation papers.       Affiliated players will be allowed subject to the constraints of C.A.H.A. Minor Regulations.
12. The Tournament Chairman reserves the right to make decisions regarding the interpretation of the Tournament Rules and Regulations, to make decisions regarding objections or protests involving any conduct of the Tournament and as such, all decisions will be final.
13. Any player or coaching staff receiving a match penalty is suspended for the rest of the tournament.
14. Any player receiving a second-10 minute misconduct in the same game is                        suspended for the next tournament game.
15. All OMHA rules apply. Non-OMHA teams are subject to their home association rules as it relates to equipment. ( i. e. mouth guards, neck guards, and all other equipment. )
16. Any team may file an appeal with the Tournament Chairman provided they document their concern to submit as well as pay a fee of $200 cash before their concern will be heard.   If their appeal is successful, they will receive a refund.  If appeal is rejected, they will forfeit their fee.
17. All teams will be entitled to one time out per game. 
NOTE:  There will be an admission fee at the gate with the exception of players and team officials (5 bench staff per team).
